Expedition Trainings: 
Bronze Expedition =  Lightweight Camping Interest Certificate (Clauses 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 & 7) 
   PLUS Backpacker Interest Certificate (Clauses 2, 3 & 6) 
Silver Expedition =   Mountain Safety Bushcraft I or equivalent 
Gold Expedition =  Mountain Safety Bushcraft II or equivalent 
 
NOTE: For the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award expeditions or practise journeys to be used as 

part of the Ranger programme, the assessors must be experienced in the chosen form of travel 
AND be approved by the Regional Youth Adviser or Ranger Camp Adviser.
